Shirley Jackson is known around town as the “jewelry lady.” 

Shirley is the manager of Riddle’s Jewelry in the Buffalo 

Mall in Jamestown. She has been with Riddle’s for 24 years 

and has seen many changes in the industry.  

 

Riddle’s Jewelry was founded in 1959 by Jesse and Joyce 

Riddle and has remained a family business since then. They 

started with 1 store and $10,000 worth of jewelry. They have 

now grown to more than 60 stores in the upper Midwest, 

with their main headquarters in Rapid City, SD. 

 

All of the jewelry sold in the Riddle’s stores is made in their 

factory in Rapid City. Their diamonds are all hand picked 

from mines in Europe and then cut to create beautiful jewel-

ry. Mount Rushmore Gold has always been a Riddle’s 

brand, but they have since purchased other Black Hills gold 

manufacturers and now are the leading manufacturer of 

Black Hills gold jewelry. They have their own diamond cut-

ters and can create custom jewelry; along with the capabili-

ties to recut damaged stones and make them new again.  

 

Riddle’s Jewelry has been a member of the JDA since 2019. 

Shirley says the biggest reason she wanted to belong to the 

JDA is to help support the city of Jamestown. She feels that 

businesses and individuals need to work together to build a 

strong, vibrant community.  

 

Shirley currently has 1 full time and 1 part time employee, 

with all of them being there for 10 or more years. Their store 

hours are from 10-5 Monday through Saturday.  

 

Shirley and her husband have 2 grown children and 4 

grandchildren that keep them busy.
